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The O'Bannon Woods State Park (formerly Wyandotte Woods State Recreation Area) is located in 
Corydon Indiana, in the southern part of the state that borders the Ohio River.  The park is inside the 
26,000-acre Harrison Crawford State Forest.   

 
The Park recently acquired EB100 Eco-boxes. They will be placed on nature trails throughout the park.  
The tour messages will be in English. Tour-Mate worked with the park to record the scripts.  
 
Jarrett Manek, an O‟Bannon State Park Naturalist stated, “The Access to Recreation Initiative, supported 
by the W.K. Kellogg Foundation and the Harrison County Community Foundation, will allow O'Bannon 
Woods State Park  to enhance accessibility and construct a new, one-mile forest resource trail at this 
southern Indiana site.    With grant funds, the state park highlighted special areas of interest along the trail 
where the Tour-Mate Eco-boxes will help to tell the story about the park and surrounding area.  The areas 
of interest include a frog pond with wildlife viewing blind overlooking food plots, a historic site, sensory 
gardens, and the 1800 era pioneer farmstead and haypress.”
